1. Health insurance is an essential and unavoi-
dable character for the foreign student’s accep-
tance in our university.

Before leaving their country of origin, the stu-
dent will contact the international health insur-
ance which will have to contain at least the fol-
lowing requirement:

Cover the medical-hospital services and of
emergency in the country.
Have accidental death coverage.
Permanent and partial disability.
Medical-pharmaceutical attendance.
Repatriation.
Travel assistance.

2. The student shall assume the insurance
cost.

3. It is also an essential requirement for the
student’s admission the psychophysical apti-
tude certificate sended out by a public entity.

4. In the case of those students who can apply
for a visa in Argentina, they will have 30 working
days to obtain it.

5. The student shall assume the cost of the
migration fee.

6. On arrival to the country, the student should
contact the Consulate or Embassy of Origin.

7. If the sutdent travels to other places in
Argentina, he/she should inform the
Department of International University
Relations the date and destination of the trip.
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8. If the sutdent travels abroad, he/she should
inform the Department of International
University Relations at least 3 days before the
trip so as to be able to communicate the news
to the respective Consulate.

9. The UNLP shall not be held liable for the stu-
dent’s good health and physical condition, nor
for any trouble that may eventually arise while
being abroad.

10.Student’s signature accepting the UNLP
institutional politics is an essential and
unavoidable requirement for the student
acceptance by this University .
